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New Attendance Policy for District 6

The new attendance policy took effect November 1, 2008. These changes meet state guidelines (CRS 22-
33-104). It is our philosophy that significant learning for all students is provided each time class is held in
Weld County School District 6. This educational opportunity is provided as a result of in-class participation
and high-quality instruction. The benefits of this experience cannot be fully replaced. Consequently,
regular and punctual attendance is an important criterion for success in school and absences are
detrimental to effective learning.

Excused Absences Include:
Temporary illness or injury
Prearranged absence approved by an administrator
Extended absences due to physical, mental or emotional disability
School-sponsored field trips or activities
A work-study program under the supervision of the school
Extreme inclement weather
Emergency, serious illness or death in the family
Participation in religious observances
Any absence that occurs when the student is required to be in court or in the custody of the court
or law enforcement authorities

Parents are encouraged to notify the school for student absences, but the absence will be “excused” by
the school according to the above guidelines. A student will be limited to 4 excused absences in a month
and 10 excused absences in a year. Any pre-arranged absences must be pre-approved by the school
administrator.

Bicycle Safety Rules

All students may ride bicycles to and from school. We strongly recommend that students wear helmets
when riding bicycles to and from school. Students are highly discouraged from riding their bicycles to
school on icy and snowy days. Upon arrival at school, please make sure that your child has an adequate
lock for his/her bike. Bicycles are not to be ridden on the playground, blacktop, or sidewalk. The
immediate area around the bike rack is off limits to students during the school day. The school is not
responsible for bikes that are vandalized or stolen.

Should a student be found to be in violation of these rules a staff member will give him one warning. A
teacher will communicate this warning to the parents also. Should a second infraction occur, the child
will not be permitted to ride a bicycle to school for 30 days.

Students riding skateboards, scooters, or roller blades must follow the same rules as those riding bicycles.
Skateboards and roller blades should be stored in a location designated by each unit. Scooters should be
locked in the bike racks. Again, we strongly recommend that students wear helmets when riding bicycles,
skateboards, scooters or roller blades to and from school.

Electronic Devices

Students are not permitted to bring any electronic devices such as video games, CD players, I-Pods etc.,
to school. These items are easily lost or damaged and are a distraction to instruction. East Memorial
Elementary School regulates student possession and use of personal communication devices (PCDs) at
school. A PCD is defined to include all cell phones, pagers, personal digital assistants, cameras,
audio/video recorders, and other hand held electronic communication and data storage devices. While we
do not encourage students to bring cell phones or PCDs to school, we ask for your cooperation in seeing
that cell phones are used only before and after school for contact with a parent/guardian. During school
hours they must be kept in backpacks, out of sight, and turned off. The student and guardian must take
full responsibility for bringing this expensive item to school.

Communication

We feel that parent and community communication is very important to the success of our school
program. We would like to keep you highly informed, involved, and a part of the education of your child.
Also, we would like for our parents to keep us informed of any contact information changes that may take
place. This information is crucial in times of emergency. We realize this close communication cannot
happen by any single method. Monthly newsletters, report cards, conferences and our school/district
website are a few means by which we hope to meet this challenge. Please let us know if there is another
form of communication we can employ to reach parents.



Homework

Homework is an important part of a student’s development at East Memorial Elementary. There are a
number of reasons for our teachers assigning homework. Teachers will choose the amount of homework
according to the students’ age and instructional level.

1. To reinforce concepts that have been introduced and practiced in school.
2. To do work that can be done more effectively at home than at school.
3. To complete work that a student did not finish in the allotted time.

. To assist a pupil in acquiring progressively better home study techniques.

For the benefit of your child, it is very important that we work together in partnership in this important
aspect of school. We thank you for checking with your child each day regarding homework, to build in
him/her the satisfaction of knowing he/she can handle this responsibility. Great satisfaction comes from
being a responsible person.

Lost and Found

Most articles that are lost or found are put in the box by the health clerk’s office. Please assist your child
and our staff by labeling all coats, hoods, gloves and other items that children may choose to take off
during recess or on the way to and from school. Each day the staff will place articles of clothing left on
the playground and in the cafeteria in the lost and found box. If the article of clothing is not claimed by
the end of the year it will be donated to a charitable organization.

School Lunches

Hot lunches may be purchased for $2.05 if your family does not qualify for free or reduced lunches.
Students are encouraged to pay for their lunches on at least a weekly basis. You may send a check to
cover a week’s school lunches in advance. If you have more than one child eating hot lunch, you may send
one check to cover all children in the family. It is advisable for all lunch money to be brought to school in
an envelope marked with the student’s name and teacher’s name. NO ADDITIONAL CHARGES WILL BE
PERMITTED UNTIL THE FIRST CHARGE IS PAID. It is our school policy that the students will receive a
peanut butter and jelly sandwich, string cheese, and milk only until the student is paid in full.

Parents are welcome to come to school any day and eat lunch with their child. Please stop by the office
to receive a visitor’s badge before joining your student for lunch. If you take your child from school for
lunch, it will be necessary to officially sign the student out in the office and sign in upon returning.

Parent Visitations

Parents are welcome to come to school any day to visit their child and even eat lunch with us. Please sign
in as a visitor in the office and obtain a visitor tag before joining your student for lunch. If you take your
child from school for lunch it will be necessary to officially sign the student out in the office and sign in
upon returning. Please refrain from bringing infants when visiting the classroom as younger children often
distract the attention of both the visitor and the class. An adult must accompany student visitors. Visits
from out-of-town students, friends and relatives are discouraged. Due to liability issues, non-East
Memorial students cannot accompany your student to school. Upon your arrival, please stop by the office
to let us know you are in the building and to acquire a visitor’s nametag.

Recess

As much as possible, students will have recess outside. If it is extremely wet or the temperature is below
13 degrees, students will be permitted in the school before the first bell rings. Outdoor recesses may also
be suspended due to inclement weather. This decision will be made by the school administration. If a
child is at school he/she is expected to participate in all activities of the day. Please help your child dress
appropriately for outside weather conditions.

Parking and Student Drop Off/Pickup

We ask your help in making our parking lot as safe as possible. Please park only in designated, marked
parking spaces. Do not leave your car unattended in the drive-through area in front of the school. Please
pull as far forward as possible when you pick-up or drop-off your child. The City of Greeley has placed a
“No Left Turn” sign on westbound 20™ Street. This will affect parents turning into the parking lot to drop
off and pick up students. In order to enter the East Memorial parking lot, drivers must turn right from
20" Street only. Thank you for your assistance.

School Closures

In the event that schools are closed due to extreme weather or other situation parents can tune in to
local radio, television stations, or go online to Weld County School District 6’s website at
www.greeleyschools.org to find out about school closures the morning of the day in question. The
announcement regarding the closure of school is broadcast by approximately 6:00 a.m. DO NOT CALL THE
SCHOOL. It is extremely important that the telephone lines be kept open during times such as these.

This disrupts the learning process for the
entire class. Please make after school pick-up arrangements before your child comes to school in the
morning. The office staff will work with you to get messages from home to students.
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Discipline Philosophy

The discipline philosophy at East Memorial Elementary School is intended to help all students act
responsibly and respectfully toward others in our school community. There are several elements related
to student behavior expectations at East Memorial. The first is East Memorial’s Code of Conduct, which
will be sent home for parents to review and sign in the fall of each school year. This publication specifies
student rights, responsibilities, and the consequences for negative misconduct by students. We will
implement the policies in the Code of Conduct as part of our legal and educational commitment to our
students and families. East Memorial also has behavior standards that apply to the classroom setting, and
other areas of our building, including the hallways, cafeteria, playground and restrooms. East Memorial is
continually participating in Positive Behavior Support training to help us to be as effective as possible in
helping children to make positive behavior choices and work through any interpersonal problems they may
experience. More information about behavior expectations will be made available through the school
newsletter, student assemblies, and informational meetings such as Back to School nights.

e revocation of recess privileges;

e revocation of privilege to attend special events or special occasions;

e revocation of participation in class/school parties;

e revocation of the right to participate in free time, activities, field trips, or other privileges.
PLEASE NOTE:
The school's response to inappropriate behaviors is subject to change by the direction of Weld County District 6 Board of
Education.
Prior to the imposition of a consequence, the student will be informed of the behavior for which the consequence is being
imposed and will have some opportunity to explain his/her side of the story.
Students using Internet must abide by the provision of the Six-Net contract and Colorado Revised Statute 18-5.5-101 and 18-5.5-

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East Memorial Elementary School Student Dress Code Justification

The parents of East Memorial Elementary School students voted on a uniform dress code proposed by the
Parent/Teacher Group at its January 11, 2005 meeting. Each student was sent a bilingual ballot. Parents
were also asked to give comments concerning their votes.

A total of 410 ballots were distributed to the parents of our students; approximately 340 ballots were
returned. This constitutes an 83% response. The votes were tabulated and comments noted for
presentation at the February 15, 2005 Parent/Teacher Group meeting. Parents were informed that 290 or
85% of the votes were in favor of the proposal. There were 47 or 14% of the votes that were opposed and
3 or 1% of the votes that were undecided or no vote indicated.

The parents at the Parent/Teacher Group meeting decided that since a majority of the votes were in
favor of the Uniform Dress Code, it should be adopted. They did adopt a uniform dress code. The dress
code was sent to the District Management Team for final discussion/approval. Following this process, the
parents received this document so that the Uniform Dress Code could be in effect for the 2005-2006
school year.

To address ongoing concerns and administration changes, it was decided by the school staff and behavior
team that the uniform dress code established previously would be changed for the 2009-2010 school year.
The goal of the changes are to reflect the change in the Weld County School District 6 dress code, reflect
needs and tendencies witnessed among students at East Memorial and to better outline consequences for
the lack of students/parents following the agreed upon dress code expectations. East Memorial
administrators reserve the right to amend any of the rules listed below if it is felt that a student’s
appearance interrupts instruction or interferes with a students feeling of safety at our school.

East Memorial School Student Dress Code Expectations 2011-2012

e East Memorial Students are expected to wear white short or long sleeved polo or button down shirts
with a collar. In the 2010-2011 school year, the only shirts accepted at East Memorial will be white
and have a collar.

e Shirts that do not have sleeves or bear the midriff may not be worn.

e East Memorial Students are expected to wear pants (slacks), skorts, jumpers, skirts and/or shorts in
dark blue, black, khaki (tan), or white. Jeans or denim material should not be worn.

e Shorts, skirts, jumpers, and skorts should be within 1 of the knee.

e Baggy/saggy pants will not be allowed.

e Clothing with slogans or pictures advertising drugs, alcohol, sexually inappropriate statements or
gang symbols will not be allowed in the school or on the school campus.

e Stripes, logos, words, pictures, designs and/or brand names on shirts or pants are not permitted.

e Students will be asked to remove their coats, jackets, sweatshirts, hoodies, etc., while in the
building.

e Hats, caps, and handkerchiefs should be removed upon entry of school by male and female
students.

e Shoes must be close toed (no sandals) and should be white, brown or black only.

e Shoelaces must be tied at all times (laces should not be tucked in the shoe) and match the color of
the shoes.

e Belts should be worn in appropriate sizes and lengths.

e Shirts should be tucked in at all times.

e Clothing should completely cover any and all undergarments. Undergarments should not be a color
that can be seen through the uniform shirts.

e Parents may purchase clothing wherever they wish (i.e. uniform store, local businesses, etc.).
Clothes purchased must follow the uniform dress code requirements.

Non-Compliance with the East Memorial Dress Code

e |t is an expectation at East Memorial Elementary School that every student will be dressed
within compliance of the dress code guidelines every day of school to curb any or all
behavioral issues related to a student’s appearance.

e If a student is sent to school out of uniform:

0 parents are expected to call the office to notify the school of the reason.

if parents do not call the office, the parent will be called by the office.

parents will be expected to bring appropriate uniform clothing to the student.

if the parent cannot bring appropriate uniform clothing to the school in a timely

manner, the school staff will make an attempt to clothe the student appropriately in

a uniform from the bank of clothing supplied to the school.

o the borrowed clothing will be returned to the health clinic by the end of the school
day.

e Frequent offenders:

o a list will be maintained in the health clinic of the students that have been loaned
clothing from the school.

o if a child uses the loaned clothing more than three (3) times a semester the student,
parent, homeroom teacher and assistant principal will discuss other ways to clothe
the student appropriately.

o if parents are unable to meet or refuse to meet with the assistant principal the child
will spend two (2) hours in detention during the next available Monday early release
school day.

Any clothing item or accessory that causes a disruption to school safety, personal safety and/or the
learning environment may result in discretionary intervention by school administrators.
Tattoos, clothing or accessories that display drugs, sexual innuendos, inappropriate language, alcohol,
tobacco products or gang connotations are not permitted. Tattoos displaying any of these must be
covered at all times.
No hats permitted inside of the school building during the school day. If “hoodies” are worn, the hood
may not be worn inside of the school (religious headwear exceptions).
Sunglasses or dark glasses, absent a verified medical condition, are not to be worn or displayed inside
of the school building.

* No red or blue belts or shoelaces or bandanas draped from clothing.

 No team jerseys or belt buckles that display the numbers 13, 14, 18, 31, 41 or 81.

e No solid red or solid blue shirts (other than designated school uniforms).

e No red or blue “Dickies” or “Southpole” brand pants, shorts or shirts.

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Justificacion del Cédigo del vestuario en la Escuela Primaria East Memorial

Los padres de los estudiantes de la Escuela Primaria East Memorial votaron para establecer un codigo de vestir el
uniforme, dicha propuesta se llevo acabé el 11 de Enero del 2005, en una reunién. Cada estudiante llevd a su casa
una boleta para votar en dos idiomas. Los padres también estuvieron preguntando y emitieron sus comentarios
ahunados a sus votos.

Un total de 410 boletas fueron distribuidos a los padres de los estudiantes, aproximadamente 340 boletas fueron
regresadas. Esto constituye una respuesta del 83%. Esos votos fueron tabulados y comentados en la reunion del
grupo de padres/maestros el 15 de Febrero del 2005. Los padres fueron informados que 290 o el 85% de los votos
fueron en favor de la propuesta. Fueron 47 o un 14% de los votos que se opusieron y 3 0 1% de los votos que
indicaron una indecision.

Los padres en la reunion del grupo de padres/maestros decidieron por mayoria de votos que se estableciera el
uniforme como co6digo de vestir, y es asi como se llevé acabo6 la propuesta. Ellos no adoptaron un codigo de vestir
uniforme. El codigo del vestuario fue enviado a la manager del distrito para tener una discusion final/aprobacién.
Siguiendo este proceso, los padres recibieron un documento en el que el cédigo de vestir uniforme podria entrar
en vigor el afio escolar 2005-2006.

El codigo refleja de cambio en el codigo de vestir de las escuelas del distrito #6 en el condado Weld, con las cuales
se reflejan necesidades y tendencias presentes entre los estudiantes de la East Memorial y mejoran las lineas de
consecuencias para las carencias de los estudiantes/padres seguidos de los acuerdos sobre las expectativas del
cadigo de vestir. Los administradores de la East Memorial reservan los derechos para corregir cualquiera de las
interupciones a las instrucciones ocasionadas por las reglas presentadas en seguida a los estudiantes o bien las
interferencias que impidan que los estudiantes se sientan seguros en nuestra escuela.

Expectativas del Codigo de vestir en los estudiantes de la Escuela
East Memorial para el 2011-2012

e Los estudiantes deben vestirse con blusa o camisa blanca con cuello esport (camisa polo). Puede tener manga
larga o corta.

e Las camisas que no tengan mangas 0 que no tengan cubierta en el pecho o el estomago no se podran usar.

e Los estudiantes deben usar pantalones, pantalones cortos, o faldas de color azul fuerte, negro, khaki (tan) o
blanco. Pantalones de mezclilla (jeans) no deberan usarse.

e Pantalones cortos, faldas, overoles y skorts deben estar hasta la rodilla.

e Pantalones anchos no se podran llevar a la escuela.

e Ropa con anuncios o dibujos que muestran drogas, alcohol, insinuaciones sexuales o simbolos de de pandillas no
pueden llevarlos a la escuela o a las areas escolares.

permitidos.

NO-NEGOCIABLE

Cualquier prenda de ropa o accesorio que cause trastorno a la seguridad escolar, seguridad personal y/ o al
ambiente de aprendizaje podria resultar en una intervencion discreta por parte de los administradores de la
escuela.
